Thenext morning | awoke with the same strange
sensation, but it wasn't anything that | could put my finger on,
so | went on to work. As the day went on, that funny feeling
that | had turned into pain. We were painting the inside of a
house and | spent a loffime on my feetbut | knew this
wasn't just fatigue.

By the time that | got off work that evening, | could
hardly stand to work the gas and brake pedals on the car. Later
on that night the pain go so bad until | could hardly put any
weight on that leglt was then that | told Paula that 1 hated to
admit it, but | had felt the same pains before that | was
experiencing now.



LOOKING BACK

When | was a bolywas very active, and | loved to play
all kinds of sports, but football and basketball were my
favorites, When | was about 13 or 14 years old, | was playing
basketball, and | fell and slid ¢ime gymnasium floorlt caused
a burned looking place omy right knee. For some reason that
place never seemed toealup.

Not long afterward, | began to runtamperature. My
mother took me to the doctor, but he couldn't find what the
problem was. Afteawhile he sent me t@n orthopedic doctor
that recognized my symptoms. He totdy parents that | had. a
bone disease calleolsteomyelitis Immediately my mother
began to cry because this was the same disease that took her
father justafew short years before. He had the disease for
many years and suffered terribly with it.

My Granddaddy was a precious sainGadand put all
of his faith and trust in Him. He gtite disease from an
infection caused by a thorn in his leg. | saw him suffer for so
long, and his foot swelled many times its' normal size, but yet
he knew that he served a God that would take away all of the
pain and suffering, either in his life on eamr when he went
to be with Him in glory. | know in my heart that Granddaddy is
gone to be with the Lord and is not suffering anymore, and |
know if | stay faithful to the Lord, | will get to see him again
someday.

In the last few years of My NJ Yy R R lifeRHe &va3 a
bedridden, anddidn't get to go anywhere unless someone
came that was able to carry him the car. | have seen him
weep as he rode down the highway looking at the wonderful
things that God created; things that we take advantage of
everyday.

My Grandmother was very special to me also. She
stood byGranddaddyand took care of him all those years.



Both of my grandparents were a great help and inspiration to
me, and no doubt | am saved as a result of God answering their
prayers. So don't give upyou have lost loved ones you are
praying for.

Now, kack tothe story. The doctor tried to reassure my
mother that they had medicine to treat this bone disease now
that wasn't available years ago. | spent about two wdaakhe
hospital taking antibiotis. At that time | would run very high
temperatures. Finally, | got to go home, but | was on crutches
for about 4 to 6 weeks.

Later on after | got off the crutches | even went back to
playing footballandbasketball, but the very next summer |
began to hae problems with it again. This time the doctor
gave me some antibiotics to take at home. Once again we
thought thediseasenvasgone, butthe very next summer it
came back for the third time. This timgvasadmitted to the
hospital to have surgerp remowe the diseasedortion of the
bone.l was 17 years old and | was scared. At that tictien't
know JesusChrist as my Savior, but God kept his hand on me
and brought me through even though | was a sinner, He still
had mercy on me.



BACK TO THE PRESENT

Asl have told you in Chapter 9 how | began to feel this
familiar pain, | knew that something was wrong. The next day
my wife started trying to find a doctor for me to see. You see
the last time | had this disease | was still a child, and the
surgeon that hagberformed the operation was deceased. My
primary physician was a pediatrician, and he had retired. The
worst part about it was, because | am seffiployed and have
no medical insurance, it is hard to find a doctor that is willing
to see you. My wife sper lot of time on the phone before
she finally found someone that would see me.

By the time | got tsee adoctor, the pain had gotten
very bad. Manyf our friends from church came and prayed
with me. They brought a prayer clotb leavewith me. | would
lay that cloth on my leg, and on top of thatut a Bible
promise book. | knew that in that little book were scriptures
that told me whatthe Word of God says about healing, or any
other problem that we havéo face. God has an answer for all
of our needslt doesn't matter if we are healed instantlyy if
we haveto go through a process of healing, God knows our
needsand He knows what's best for us.

Well, | had a pair of crutches that rmgnused when
he had sprained his anklsg lused them to get tohie doctors
office. The doctor thatsaw gave me a complete examination,
but he ordered some-rays because he thought that | had
blood clots in my leg.tbld him that | realized thatdidn't
know much about the medical field, but | had a bone disease
about 20 years ago in the same leg and that pain was hard to
forget, and | knew that this felt the same.

Well, this doctor didn't seem to think that was my
problem now, so he ordered thests instead. Before the x
rays came back that revealed that there were no blood clots,



beganto run fever.My wife called the doctor, and he in turn,
told her to take me to th@mergencyroom. We wentto the
emergency room, wherere waited andwvaited for me to be
seen. The pain was just awhs| had to sit therel couldrit
seemto get comfortable no matter how | sat.

Whenthe doctorfinally saw me, he digdomemore
tests and told me to comback thenext day if | wasn't feeling
any better. Thenext day | wasn't better so | went back. That
day they decided to gt a needle into my leg and draw out
some fluid by the bone to see if it would show that | had
osteomyelitis The doctor said that it would take a few days for
the culture to grow from the tesiand hethought that|
needed to see an orthopedic doctor, sy madean
appointment for me and sent me home without any
medication. By this time | was terrible pain, especially after
they had put that needle into my leg.

It is at times like these thatou need to know what
God's Word says about healing. Isaiah 53:5 says, "But He
(Jesus) was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for
our iniquities; the chastisement of our peace was upon Him;
and with His stripes we are healed." Matthew 4:23 etatAnd
Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, and
preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing all manner of
sickness and all manner of disease among the pebple.

My mind kept wandering back to the
surgery that I'd had some 20 years before. | know Satan was
trying to put fear into my mind about going into surgery, but
that is when we have to use God's Word amh

The book of Deuteronomy 31:6 sagBge strong and of
good courage, fear not, nor be afraid of them: for the Lord thy
God, he it is that doth go with thee: he will not fail thee, nor
forsake theet Joshua 1:5 saydThere shall not any man be
able to sand before thee all the days of thy life: as | was with
Moses, so | will be with thee: | will not fail thee, nor forsake
thee&

These scriptures just let me know that if you are a born
again childbf God, then these promises are for you too. So
cling tothem, claim them, and don't let the enemy steal them
from you.

On the day that | was to have the surgery, | woke up
early and got cleaned up and ready to go. Two of our good
friends from church camt be with us, along with my mother
and dad. We had praydefore theytook meto pre-op. It sure
is a comfort to have God's people to stand by you and pray for
youin times of need



In pre-op they got an IV started and gave me a shot to
relax me. As it had happened the night before, feead to
enter my mindput | began to meditate on God's Word and
what He promises us in His Word. Now, when you really begin
to dwell on the Word, and get it into your heart, then fear has
to take a back seat. The Bible says in James&ubmit
yourselves therefore to God. Rstthe devil, and he will flee
from youe

After lying in preop for some time, they took me on to
the operating room where several nurses and doctors were
waiting. There they put me on the operating table and covered
me with warm blankets, and strapped nethe table, and
even strapped my arms to some extended arm pieces. | was
lying on my back with nowhere to look but up. | looked at the
large lights above me and felt that same old fear trying to
creep back in. | just began to pray to myself and immedijat
the fear left and the Lord put peace in my heart. | knew then
that everything was going to be alright.

When | woke p | wasin the recovery room. | looked
around and saw other people that were there recovering too. |
was hurting and heard the groanstbe others that were
hurting too. After a while they took me back to my room where
my wife and family were waiting for me.

| spent 17 days in the hospital because the infection
got into my bloodstream, and caused blood poisoning, | had
temperatures for may days that would go as high as 104
degrees.

During this time my pastor and my church really stood
by and supported us. When you have a load that's hard to
carry, it sure is a comfort to have someone that cares enough
to help you carry it.



RECOVERING

During the time that | was in the hospital the Lord
blessed me with a large paint job that | was able to-sub
contract to my brother. The money that | made from that job
paid our bills up for 3 months in advance.

| am a firm believer in paying tithes on atH make. |
also believe that if you are faithful to God in giving to His
Kingdom then He in turn will be faithful to you when you ere
need. There is one fattat has been proven time and time
again. You just can't out give God.

Paying my bills 3 mohs in advance was something
that | couldn't do when | was able to get out and work. But the
Lord was so good. He showed us in so many ways that He was
with us and would bring us through the storm.

After the doctor had performed the surgery, he left the
incision open because he said that it needed to heal from the
inside out. He felt that if he closed it up, that it would form
another abscess. So for the 17 days that | indke hospital
they packed my leg by pushing sterile gauze with an antiseptic
solution into it. It had to be packed tightly to keep any pockets
from forming that would allow infection to grow. It had to be
done twice a day, and the pain was almost unbearable.

They usually came in and gave me a shot before they
done this procedure, but itidn't help a lot to relieve the pain.
Before | could go home from the hospital my wife had to learn
to pack my leg. That was a difficult tirfa both of us to go
through, because no matter how hard | tried to keep from
showing that | wa pain, | just couldn't help it at times. Then
Paula would get upset and cry because she knew that she was
hurting me, but she also knew that it was something that had



to be done, and it had to be done right to be effective. We just
had to pray to get throgh these times.

You just don't realize what a person goes through
while recovering from surgery unless you have been through it
yourself. | couldn't take a shower or a bath for many weeks
after the operation. | had to sih a chair and take a sponge
bath,and | would get so weak until | thought at times | would
pass out before | got back to the bed.

| was on crutches for several weeks and couldnitedr
or anything. | realized thehow much we take for granted, and
how blessed | was before.

The wound begato heal on the outside, but on the
inside it was still very deep. | even got off my crutches and
tried to go back to work, but the type of work that | was in
(construction), | was only able to work about 3 or 4 hours a day
and then | would have to stopreturned to my doctor for a
checkup and he told me that the incision was not healing as
well as he had anticipated. He told me that if it wasn't better in
two weeks that he wanted to put me back in the hospital and
do surgery again. Before the tweeek<lime was up, | began
to run fever again and was put back in the hospital.



THE SECOND TRIP

Once again | was admitted to the hospital and
scheduled for surgery. The doctor said that he thought that a
pocket of infection had formed dedpside myleg,so there
was no alternative but to cut it open and-serape the bone.

He said that sometimes these things just happen not to heal up
properly, but he felt that things would be better this time.

On the day of surgery, | was sent to a floor where | was
prepared for surgery. My wife, and my pastor, and one of our
good friends from church were able to stay with me until they
came to take me down for surgery. They talked and prayed
with me while we were waitind.know that it is difficult to go
through times ike these for anyone, but it is easier when you
have the Lord to bear your burden and His people to help you
pray. | could feel the Lord as | was being wheeled away. |
remember lying there before the surgery and meditating on
the Lord and feeling that peadhat only God can give. He is so
incredible!

Words cannot express the peace that God can give
even in the most troubling times. The Bible says in Romans
15:33,0Now the God of peace be with you all. AmeeRomans
16:20 says, "And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under
your feet shortly. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with
you all. Amer€ Il Corinthians 13:11 say&sinally, brethren,
farewell. Be perfect, be of good comfort, be of one mind, live i
peace; and the God of love and peace shall be withéyou.

If you are going through a trial now as you read this
book, remember what Jesus said to Paul in Il Corinthians 12:9,
"And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my
strength is made @rfect in weakness." Sometimes we have to
face trials and troubles, but if we can just remember the Lord's
wondrous grace, then He will see us through.

Now back to the story.



As they wheeled me into the operating room, | saw the
same team of doctors and rees as | had seen before. They
went through the same routine of strapping me to the table
and covering me with warm blankets. Again they gave me a
shot and | felt myself drifting off to sleep. | woke up in the
recovery room as | had before and | saw aedra other
people that were huiing maybe worse than | was.

After | became stable they took me back to my room.
This was a senfirivate room, but at the time there was no one
in it. A few days later they brought a young black boy that
looked about 13 andyg him in the other bed. He'd had one of
his legs amputated in an earlier surgery because of cancer.
They put him back in the hospital because they thought that
the cancer had returned.

| felt so sorry for that little boy and himother; | would
lay thereand pray for them. | just couldn't imagine what that
mother was going through. | thank God that my children are
healthy. A few days later the little boy and his mother was
discharged. He was to go to the Children's Hospital to be
treated. In his place thelyrought an elderly man that had just
had leg surgery. This man had a very poor disposition. Days
went by as | heard him curse the nurses because they couldn't
bring more medicine. They had given him as much as he was
allowed. He would also curse the phoaitherapists and refuse
to go to histherapy treatment.

It was tough laying there listening to all of his negative
talk when | was feeling so low because of the pain and this
being the second time in the hospital. Many times | prayed that
the Lord wouldopen a door for me to witness to this man, and
to be able to say the right things. He knew that | was a
Christian because many of our friends from church would come
to visit He told me that his wife had been a Christian, but that
she had died. He had alsecently lost a brother and he was
very depressed.



One day while my mother and dad were visiting. |
heard the man say "Brother Towery", and it opened a door for
me to be able to tell him how the Lord can bring you through.

| spent 11 days in the hospitdlis time before going
home with my leg open again to be packed twice a day.



HOME AGAIN

We had to go through the same process of healing this
time as we did the last time. Although we were more used to
packing my leg and taking care of it, it doesn't méfaat it was
easy. It was something that we had to pray through.

On my visits to the doctor he said that my leg was
healing almost too fast. He was concerned that it was healing
from the outside and not on the inside, as it had before. He
said that it mayhave to be opened up again.

Now, I'm not trying to say that | never got depressed or
discouraged during all of this, because | did. But when the
enemy wouldry to drag me down, then | would try to
meditate on God's Word and pray. Only then could | feel the
fear and depression leave. When you feel the Lord's touch,
then all of the negative things are replaced by God's peace, and
love, and comfort

The Bible sayis Il Corinthians 1:40Who comforteth
us in allour tribulation, that we may be able to comfort them
which arc in any trouble, by the comfort wherewith we
ourselves are comforted of Gadl Thessalonians 2:167
saysoNow our Lord Jesus Christ himsalid God, even our
Father, which hath loved us, and hath given us everlasting
consolation and good hope through grace.

Comfort your hearts, andstablish you in every good
word and worke

Just as the doctor had said, the incision healed too
quickly on theoutside and not on the inside. He also said that
he needed to go inside the bone by cutting out a window and
scraping out the inside. He said that they would pot
antibiotic and cement mixture inside the bone to aid in healing
and then go back in a few days later to clean it out again. Little



did I know that | would be facing five surgeries in this next stay
in the hospital



THE THIRD TRIP

The morning that my vieé was taking me to the
hospital for the third time, | was having to battle with fear. |
was worried because the doctor had told Paula that he was
doing all that he could to save my leg,

| knew that it wasn't up to the doctors whether | lost
my leg or notAlthough God gives them the knowledge to
perform the surgeries and know the right medications to
prescribe, it is He and He alone that is in charge. Satan would
like for us to believe that he has the last word in these
situations, but he is a liar and hbasen from the beginning.
And | remembered that my Bible says that by His stripes we are
healed.

| went through the same routines in pap that | had
experienced in the previous surgeries. It was like reading the
same page of a book over and over; youwnghat wasgoing
to happen next. But at the same time, there are a lot of things
that go through your mind. You realize that things could go
wrong. They could cut through a main vessel and lose a lot of
blood, or you could not wake up from tlamesthesiar
anything like that.

But | had to realize that these things were sent by
Satan to torment me, and fear is not of God. Then | got a hold
on myself and realized where all of this was coming from and
started to pray and to think on good thoughts, as the 8iays
in Philippians 4:8 and éf-inally, brethren, whatsoever things
are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are
just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely,
whatsoever things are of a good report; if there be any virtue,
and if there be any praisehink on these things. Those things,
which ye have both learned, and received, and heard and seen
in me, do:and the God of peace shall be with yéou.



As they rolled me into the operating room, | would be
praying to myself; asking the Lord to be with me, asdhey
would place me from the stretcher to the operating table, the
Lord would once again give me the peateny heart that
everything would be alright At times like these | don't think
that people who don't know the Lord can have that kind of
peace. @ly He is our blessed assurance.

As | began to wake up the recovery room, | realized
that | was in terrible pain. | started to pray for myself, but |
heard the cries of other people that were hurting too. | began
to forget about my pain and pray for the | realized that | had
the Lord in my life, but | didn't know if these other people did
or not. | wondereddid these people know how to pray and ask
God for help? Did they know about all of the precious promises
that are in God's Word? Did they know thhings happen to
everyone, but you have someone to help you when you serve
the "Lord?

My doctor came' in the recovery room and told me
that | had lost a lot of blood during the surgery, and they would
be doing another surgery in a few days, so | needetéke
about 4 units of blood. | was still drowsy from the anesthesia,
and so | just told him no, that | didn't want to take any blood.
He came back later after | had been brought back to my room
and told me that there was just no way around it, that | had
take the blood, that my level was just too low.

That evening they began to give me one of the first
units of blood. Fear began to creep into my mind. | was
terrified at the thoughts of gelling AIDf some other kind of
disease. | realized that thisdecame from the enemy. And
that enemy was defeated two thousand years ago on Calvary's
Hill when Jesus became our sacrifice, and took the keys of
death, hell and the grave from him.

| thought about the scripture in Mark 16:18 saying,
GThey shall take upespents; and if they drink any deadly thing,
it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they



shall recovekg Now | know that this scripture says if you drink
any deadly thing it shall not hurt you. But my veins were having
to drink in ths strange blood, so | just claimed that scripture in
my heart.

A few days later | was taken back to surgery to have
everything cleaned out. They also removed the mixture of
cement and antibiotics from inside the bone and cleaned it out
good, and replaced with some more. This stay in the hospital
would be my longest and one of the hardest, because during
this timethey did a total of five surgeries on my leg and also
put a catheter (called a Hickman Catheter) into one of the main
arteries in my chest. Ehpurpose for this was to be able to give
me the antibiotics that | needed without having to-séck my
arms all the time. You see the antibiotics thagbto take
were so strong that they would literally burn my veins. My
arms were red and swollen and very sore and it became hard
to find a good vein to put the needle into. They had to change
them about every 11/2 to 2 days. They also told me that |
would ke going home with IV antibiotics, and the catheter
could be left in for long periods of time.

During this time (23 days) in the hospital, | was left on
a morphine pump for pain because of the many trips to
surgery. | didn't have time to get over one surgéefore | had
another one. | don't like having to take all of that medication,
but | had to have some relief from all the pain. | was almost
afraid that | would become addicted to all of this medication
that | was taking, and at one point when | was takéithe
morphine pump, my body reacted to the change and | went
through some withdrawal symptoms. It was then that | realized
how easy it would be for someone that didn't have the Lord in
their life to become addicted and dependant on these drugs.

I wouldlike to take this opportunity to say to anyone
that may be reading this book and in bondage to drugs or
alcohol that God can and will deliver you out of that bondage.
But you must ask in sincerity and believe that He can and will
do what His word says.



Afew days later | was taken in for another surgery
where the same procedure was done again. My wife asked the
doctor how many more times will this have to dene.He
replied that it may have to be done several times to be sure
that all of the diseased tisg was removed from the bone. He
said thatosteomyelitisvas hard to treat, and you don't know if
all of the infection is removed until it doesn't give you a
problem anymore. During this time | became so weak
physically until | could hardly keep up wittettime or the
people that came to visit

| was thankful that | didn't become too sick following
the surgeries akhave seen most people do. The only problem
that I'd had so far was when they cut into the bone for the first
time. | was in surgery and und#ére anesthesia for much
longer and by the time it was over, | was so sick.

My wife and family and pastor and friends were always
there to greet me when | came back. What a comforting feeling
to have people that care for yoBut always remember that
God caes for you even when you feel as though you haven't
got a friend in this world.



ANOTHER BLOW

My wife Paulahad been having some health problems
for several months and | had tried to get her to go to the
doctor, but she can be very stubborn at tim&he kept putting
it off until the symptoms became so bad that she realized that
she had no other choice.

The doctor gave her some medication to relieve the
symptoms, but she didn't get to feeling much better and the
medication caused her blood pressurego up and they had to
take her off of it. They decided to do a biopsy to see if they
could find the problem.

They thought that she would be fine while wailing for
the results, but a few days later she had to return to the
doctor's office because of furthe@omplications. They said that
she needed to have a small surgery that could be done on an
out-patient basis. They told her that the results of the biopsy
was negative, and sent her home with some more medication
until they could schedule the surgery. Heéngas lying in the
hospital and feeling so helpless because | wanted to be there
for my wife as she had been there for me.

Onthe day of her surgery her sister and my brother's
wife and our pastor went over to the oygatient clinic to be
with her. The stgery went well and the doctor told Paula's
sister thd he thought everything looked findVhen she came
out of recovery they took her home and | got to talk to her on
the phone later that day. The doctor told her that they had
done some tests during thaiggery and they wanted her to
come back in a few days for a chagkand they would have
the results at that time.

Little did we know that when she returned to the
doctor's office that they would have to tell her that they had



found a tumor and the resultsf the tests showed that it was
malignant

The doctor's office was in a large clinic that connected
to the hospital by a long walkway. Paula said that she left the
doctor's office and started walking back to the hospital praying
and rebuking fear in theame of Jesus. She kndinat after all |
had been through that this would be a terrible blow, and it was
going to be hard to break this kind of news.

By the time that she got to my room she didn't look as
though anything was wrong. She sat on the side obety and
| asked her what the doctor said. Then she told me that the
doctor said that she had cancer of the uterus, but that with a
complete hysterectomy she should be fine. | couldn't believe
my ears. At that time we both began to cry. | was afraid for my
wife. | knew that her mother had died at the young age of 47.
Naturally this is a time that the enemy would try to put fear
into your heart.

Soon some of the family began to call to see what the
doctor had said and we had to tell them. This was a hard,tim
and it seemed as though we were in a long dark tunnel, and
couldn't see the end of it. But we serve a God that knows the
beginning and the end of all things, and He has the power to
put Satan in his place when he comes to torment you or try to
put fearinto your heart.

| felt so overwhelmed by all of this, and | knew that |
would have to talk to the Master to find the peace and the
relief that | needed so badly. | began to pray and to ask God to
show me that Paula would be alright. After this a feeling of
peace came ovane that cannot be described. The Lord gave
me the peacehat no one else can give. It was then that | knew
that Paulawould be alright.

It was hard lying in that hospital bed with all that was
happening. | just wanted to go home and leave all this madness
behind, | felt so helpless at times. My childteedto stay with



friends and family members, and Paula tried to spend time
with them and with me. | missed them and | missed home.

The doctors decided to put me in another room that
had windows all around.iThe view was much better than the
brick wallthat | had looked at for the last couple of weeks. |
know they were tryindo lift my spirits. The nurses were all
very nice to me on this floor. This was the third time that | had
been there, so | knew most of them pretty well. | also had a
very sweet home nurse, and we became good friends with her
and her husband.

This stay in th hospital turned out to be 23 days long. |
had a total of five surgeries on my leg during this stay and was
also taken to surgery to have the catheter put into my chest,
whichl had told you about earlier.

The doctor finally let me go home on December 28.
was going to keep mentil the 24th, but | told him that my side
of the family always got together on Christmas Eve, and it
would mean so much to me to be there to greet them when
they came, so he put in an order for my medication and got my
paperworkin order and | was on my way!

Paula had already left from home to come and see me,
so when she got there she was surprised to see that | was
getting ready to go home. What a relief it was, it seemed as
though | had been there forever.



HOMEFOR CHRISTMA

When | arrived home that evening, | was so happy to
be there, but | was so weak and depressed because | wasn't
able to do anything.

Christmas Eve came and all my family started coming
in. There was my mom and dad, all of my brothers, with their
wives ancchildren. It was a joyous time to be with all of them.
We don't get together very often, but we make a point to on
Thanksgiving and Christmas. The table was spread with
anything you could ask for and even though | didn'tehenuch
of an appetite, | endedp eating more than | thought | would.

We went back to the same routine that we had before
of packing and taking care of my leg, only this time it was more
difficult because | have IV's to take care of, and the wound was
much deeper and larger this timBaula could put her whole
hand in my leg, and even put her gloved fingers into the bone
that was hollowed out. | would try tad there quietly while she
packed it, because it was hard for her to do anyway. But at
times | couldn't hold back because it was painful | would
pray Lord help me. Lord help me.

The nights were extremely long because of the pain,
and because | couldn't sleep, | couldn't do anything but lay
around all of the time. | usually watched a Christian
broadcasting station every night uhtidrifted off to sleep.
Most of the time that would be in the early morning hours.

| was worried about our bills and about our kids having
Christmas, but | shouldn't have been because the Lord said in
His Word that He would supply all of our needs actaydo
His riches in glory by Christ Jesus.

Our church had been very faithful and very helpful to
us over the last several months that | had been sick, but what
came in during the Christmas holidays was just incredible. God



put it upon so many people's hea to help us. There was so
much food brought in until our cabinets were just packed.
People bought presents for our kids for Christmas until it was
the best one that they had ever had. Then there were people
that sent money to pay our bills, more monéyan | would

have made if | had been working.

Brother, if you ever hear anyone say that you can'tout
give God, you had better believe them, because I'm here to say
that it is true. God is so good. The communihe school that
our daughter goes tachurches that we had never attended,
along with our own church gave abundantly to us at this time. |
thank God for them all.

God revealed Himself to us in our time of need and He
will bring you through whatever storm that you may be in
today, if you will only bigeve. The Bible says in Matthew 11:28
30, "Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and
| will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me;
for | am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto
your souls. For my yoke is ga@nd my burden is light. So
whatever you may be going through; remember through Jesus
Christ you can find rest for your saul.

As | had told you earlier, | had a catheter in my chest
that allowed me to come home and still receive the IV
antibiotics that Ineeded. The antibiotics that | took were put
into a small pump that dispensed a measured dose of medicine
24 hours a day. | had to wear this camera sized contraption
around my neck all the time. It would wake me up at night
sometimes when it would get twied or when | would lay on it.
It was so irritating.

I had been home for about 2 weeks and | knew that
Paula was schedulad mid-January for surgery. She was
concerned that no one at home knew how to pack my leg or
care for me. There was a friend of oatschurch that was
studying to be a nurse, so we asked her if she would like to
have some firshand training. She quickly agreed, and started



coming over and packing my leg every day. Little did | know
that when | returned to the doctor, that he wouldltene that
my leg still wasn't healing, and | would need yet another
surgery.

My doctor told me that he had consulted a plastic
surgeon and he said that the reason my leg was not healing
was because there was not enough blood supply in the area
around thebone to promote healing. He told me that he would
move a muscle in my leg to the infected area, and e first
time in 7 months, they would close the incision in my leg!
Thank God!" Although | didn't want another operation, | did
want all of this to beover. | knew that my leg was not healing
up the wayit was.

My doctor had left for the day, but he had left word
with his nurse to caliim when | finished meeting with the
plastic surgeon. He assured me that he was not trying to get rid
of me by anyneans, bet he was just trying to get some
additional help in saving my leg. The surgeon told me that his
nurse would call me and schedule the surgery.

As the days went by | began to have second thoughts.
This operation sounded serious to me, and by timeeti felt as
though my leg had been through a meginder already. | was
so confused | didn't know what to do. | talked to my pastor,
and we prayed about it, and | began to feel better. The nurse
called me and scheduled me to come in for surgery the day
before my wife was scheduled to go in and have her surgery.



THE LAST TIME

The morning came for me to go back to the hospital. |
went to the early morning admissions, where they prepare you
for the operatingroom. | had been through this routine so
many times, but Wwas still uneasy. This surgesgemed more
complicated and strange to me. | was to have skin grafted from
my good leg to the bad leg where the muscle would be moved
from. | knew that when | woke up thitime | would have two
sore legs instead of one. | was concerned too because | would
not be able to be with my wife the next day when she would
be having her surgery.

When | came out of the recovery room, they took me
to my room wlere my family wasvaiting for me.This room
was on a floor that | had not been on before because | was in
the care of a different doctor. The floor that | had been on so
many times was the orthopedic floor. This floor was for general
surgery. There seemed to be many cangatients on this
floor.

My room was sermprivate and there was a young man
that looked to be about 30 years old in the other bed. He'd had
surgery for colon cancer. He told me that he was a kagain
Christian, but I couldn't help but wonder about sometod
language | heard him use frequently on the phone.

That is what's wrong with the world today. They are
deceived! Jesus tells us so many times in His Word to be not
deceived. Now | am not trying to judge this man, but the Bible
says that you will know tee by the fruit that it bears. The
Bible also says that from the abundance of the heart, the
mouth speaketh.

I know that the enemy may trick you sometimes, and
you may say something that you didn't intend to, but to say it
over and over is a different atter. | talked to him at different



times, and my pastor prayed with him. A few days later he got
to go home.

The morning after my surgery, Paula had to go down to
have hers. It had been a restless night for both of us. We
prayed together before she lefand I felt badly because |
couldn't be with her, but we both knew that was not possible.

Some of our family came to be with us, along with our
pastor and some friends. Some stayed with me, while some of
the others went to be with Paula before her surgdser
doctor was to notify me when the surgery was over. That was
one of the longest waits.

Several hours later the phone rang and it was her
doctor. She told me that everything went well during the
surgery, and she thought that everything looked fine, theyt
had taken some tests to be sure. She told me that she would
try to put usin the same room. We didn't get in the same
room, but we were only 3 doors away from each other. But at
the time it seemed like it was miles away.

| was hooked up to two differérpumps, one for
antibiotics and one for pain. | had a brace on my leg that went
from my hip to my ankle and the other leg was bandaged
where they had taken skin to graft on the other leg.

The day after Paula's surgery, she walked up the hall to
my room, &en though she wasn't able to. The doctor was
pretty sure that they had gotten all of the cancer, but it would
take about a week for the test results. | still worried about her.

A few days later | got a nurse to help me get into a
wheelchair so that | codlgo to Paula's room. She was having a
problem with a bladder infection and was having some pain. |
was so glad to see her, but it hurt me to see her in the pain
that she was in.

It was such a difficult task to go just a few feet down
the hall The bracehat | was wearing prevented me from
